1. General liability  insurance shall be with limits of not less than $10,000,000 per occurrence, an 

aggregate limit  of not less than $10,000,000 within any policy year with respect to completed 
operations, and a deductible not exceeding $10,000. The insurance coverage shall not be less than 
the insurance provided by IBC Form 2100 (including an extension for a standard provincial and 
territorial form of non-owned automobile liability  policy) and IBC Form 2320. To achieve the 
desired limit,  umbrella or excess liability  insurance may be used. Subject to satisfactory proof of 
financial capability by the Contractor, the Owner may agree to increase the deductible amounts. 

 
2. Automobile liability  insurance in respect of vehicles that are required by law to be insured under a 

contract by a Motor Vehicle Liability  Policy, shall have limits of not less than $10,000,000 inclusive 
per occurrence for bodily injury, death and damage to property, covering all vehicles owned or 
leased by the Contractor. Where the policy has been issued pursuant to a government-operated 
automobile insurance system, the Contractor shall provide the Owner with confirmation of 
automobile insurance coverage for all automobiles registered in the name of the Contractor.

.14 Shoring of utility poles, as needed. 

.15 All work shown on the drawings is included in this contract. 

.16 All incidental items and costs associated with completing the work. 

.17 Coordinate construction with adjacent property owners. Maintain safe access to driveways and 
properties for the duration of the Work. Provision of temporary access to all residents affected by the 
Work, as required and directed by the Owner.

Coordination with 
utilities will also be required during the work as the overhead utilities and poles within the work site 
may require shoring during the course of construction.  No claim of delay will be accepted based on 
coordination activities between the contractor and the utilities.

This item includes: the supply of all labour, material, and equipment required for installing, maintaining, and 
removing of a minimum 250 mm diameter temporary main line with pipe, valves, backflow prevention device 
(sized to match temporary main line diameter), meter, and vacuum breakers at the connection to water 
customers, insulation and protection from freezing, chlorination/ de-chlorination of line, testing (including 
bacteria and pressure), coordination with the water authority and water customers, temporary laterals, and all 
fittings and incidentals necessary for a complete installation.

This item includes: pipe complete with all fittings and water tight ends as required in the Contract Documents. 

SANITARY SEWER 

Add subsection 28 with the following: 

28. Sleeve 

Unit of Measurement: each (ea) 

This item includes: pipe complete with all fittings as required in the Contract Documents. 
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STORM SEWER 

Delete subsection 37 and replace with the following: 

37. Culverts 

Unit of Measurement: metre (m) 

Method of Measurement: along centreline of span 

This item includes: excavation, disposal of surplus material, removal and disposal of existing culverts as 
required, removal and disposal of existing street materials as required, removal and disposal of existing trees 
as necessary for culvert installation, shop drawings, supply and placement of precast concrete box culvert, 
backfill, shoring, dewatering, and stream flow bypass. 

Delete subsection 39 and replace with the following:

Delete subsection 67 and replace with the following:

Unit of Measurement: metre (m) 
 
Method of Measurement: slope measure 
 
This item includes:  excavation, backfill, coring, supply and placing posts, rails, fabric, fittings and accessories 
as indicated on the drawings. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION 

Add subsection 90 with the following 

90. Environmental Control Measures     

Method of Measurement: lump sum (LS) 

This item includes: development of environmental control plan and supply, installation, maintenance, and 
removal of environmental protection measures as specified in the Contract Documents and as per Nova Scotia
